2. INTRODUCTION

Suitable for a wide variety of engines and transmissions. features fully adjustable lower mounting arms and swivel castors, capable of supporting
larger (maximum 75kg) multi cylinder engines. Supports can rotate for accessibility to all parts of the engine.

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4. ASSEMBLY

Refer to fig.1.

4.1. Insert bottom frame (5) into bottom frame (2). secure with locking bolt (4).

4.2. Bolt upright posts (1) to either end of bottom frame assembly (5 & 2) using bolt (9), washer (7) and nut (6).

4.3. Insert expansion posts (11 & 12) into upright posts (1), secure with pins (10) and R clips.

4.4. Insert rotary frame 1 (23) into expansion post (11). Secure first with circlip (25) and then bolt (13) washer (14) and nut (15).
4.5. Insert rotary frame 2 (24) into expansion post (12). Secure first with circlip (25) and then bolt (13) washer (14) and nut (15).
4.6. Use ratchet (16) and locking bolt (4) on top of expansion post 2 (12) to adjust angle of rotary frames (24 & 25).

4.7. Fit wheels (8) using washer (7) and nut (6).

4.8. Slide supporting frames (21 & 22) onto rotary frames 1 & 2 (23 & 24), secure with bolts (20).

4.9. Secure all fasteners.

5. OPERATION

Refer to figs. 2 & 3.

5.1. Use original engine mounting bolts or studding, washers
and nuts of appropriate size to secure the engine to the stand
using supporting frames (21 & 22).
