4.1. RIVETING (fig.1 fig.2)

4.1.1. Screw collet (fig.2.1) firmly into Riveter body (fig.1).

4.1.2. Screw sleeve (fig.2.2) firmly into Riveter body (fig.1).

4.1.3. Select the appropriate nosepiece to suit the size of
rivet being used and screw into sleeve (fig2.2).
